January brings in a
positive time for the
Directors.

Children may pick up
lice when attending
day care or school.
This is not a matter to
feel upset about or
have a concern about
your personal
cleanliness standards
as this tiny insect can
travel in hats, combs,
brushes, or when two
children roll on the
floor with their heads
together. The
treatment sho uld be
done as soon as
possible. Treatment
solutions are available
at drugstores. Some
treatments for the
hair are somewhat
toxic. Usethese
carefully and avoid
using them too soon
again. Someof the

new treatments are
organic and should be
safer. Comb out knits

(small eggs)
with a fine toothed
comb. We will check
your child when they
return after

treatment. Your child
may return the next
day if no eggs or live
bugs are found. Dead
or open egg sacks
found on the scalp or
hair follicle are
permitted . There are
some new products to
help repel the
beginning of lice
growing on the hair
follicle. Rite -Aid has
a spray cal
Shielddé to
daily basis and
Coconut Shampoo is
helpful to repel lice.

Help your children to
learn not to share
combs, brushes, and
hats. If you observe
your child scratching
their head, check
around back of hair
and ears for little
eggs or a tiny moving

bug. Helpful
are high heat of the
dryer, laundering
clothing and bedding,
vacuuming
upholstered items,
(treat car seat with a

vacuum or treatment
solution). Stuffed

toys " can be
bagged for 72 hours.
If we have a serious
epidemic in the
center, we will put
coats and hats in
drawstring bags to
separate coats, hats,
etc.
